11. PHYSICAL FACILITIES :
1) SCHOOL BUILDING: The School was constructed in 1 Acre with only 3 rooms. There is no separate H.M & Office room, Laboratory, Games room, Staff room and Computer lab. Efforts are being made for additional class rooms by submitting proposals to the higher authorities. 
2) DRINKING WATER: There is a bore well in the school premises. It was provided a sub mercible motor pump. Each class is provided water by the water carrier with a Stainless steel pot with a lid and long spoon to avoid water contamination.  This year separate taps will be provided for drinking water and washing plates after having Mid Day Meal.
3) PLAY GROUND:  There is 0.5 Acre of rocky play ground and  it is partially protected by compound wall. There is no separate place for conducting games meet and cultural activities in the ground. 

4) FURNITURE: 55 Iron Dual desks were donated by Sri. Nori Jagan Mohan Murthy and  Nori Mythili ( N.R.Is) for all classes. There is adequate furniture for all the classes. Only 5 teachers’ tables are available.
5) LIBRARY: About 1200 books are available in school library; among them about 100 are reference books for teachers. Necessary steps are being taken to increase the number of books in this academic year.

6) LABORATORY: There is a laboratory for both physical and natural sciences. Some laboratory equipment was purchased during the last few academic years from RMSA grants but there is no separate lab. This year also some more equipment will be purchased from RMSA grants.
7) SANITARY FACILITIES: There are separate toilets for boys and girls. There is only one toilet available for the staff. Proposals were submitted to the higher authorities to sanction toilets for boys.
8) A.V. FACILITIES:   One small Radio is available but it does not function well due to hill region.  Thompson colour T.V. set and a computer are available. But there is no cable connection to T.V. 
9) COMPUTER EDUCATION: There is no provision for computer education. This year proposals will be sent to the higher authorities to sanction computers in  computer education project. There is one Canon Multi functional Laser Printer available, which was donated by Sri. Nori Jagan Mohan Murthy and  Nori Mythili, (N.R.Is)
10) GAMES MATERIAL: Cricket kit, Tennikoit, rings, Ball Badminton materials, Volley ball nets, Carom boards, Shot puts, weighing machines etc., available.

11) GROUND TOOLS: Two Crow bars, 3 Knives, 5 Sickles, 2 small spades are available. This year we  

           are going to develop garden in the school ground with the help of NGC Unit which is lead by VIII  

           class students.
12)  COMMUNITY SOURCES AVAILABLE :  There are  three cash awards to the            

          children who got highest marks  in 10th class 1st, 2nd  and 3rd  ranks given by Sri  D. Joga Rao,    

          Retired teacher of this village. They will be awarded on August 15th of every year. This year we     

          try to motivate the well wishers of education and other donors to encourage the pupils in     

          education to achieve better results.

13)   THE FOLLOWING PHYSICAL FACILITIES ARE TO BE PROVIDED:
1) Additional class rooms
2) Separate room for Head Master and Office
3) Sick room for students

14)  FINANCIAL RESOURCES: Special fee is collected from classes IX and X only @ Rs.20/- per      annum. It is utilized for the purpose of students’ special needs only. Games fee is also collected from IX and X classes @ Rs. 15/- per each student. Expenditure of purchasing games articles and zonal meets will be met from games fee fund.
B)  PLAN OF CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES :
1)
 ACADEMIC PLAN OF SUBJECT TEACHERS :  The subject teachers will complete the syllabus as per the State Academic Calendar. Teachers will conduct slip tests in every chapter and assess the progress of the students regularly. Slow learners will be paid special attention by conducting extra classes both in morning and evening sessions. Formative Assessment will be done as per the Academic calendar. Progress cards will also be issued to the children after every Formative and Summative Assessments. 


   It is proposed to complete the syllabus for 10th class students by the end of November. It is decided to conduct special classes for 10th class from 8.30a.m. to 9.30 a.m. and from 4.45 p.m. to 5.45 p.m. from 1st July onwards.
Preparatory tests and hope examinations will be conducted for 10th class as usual as per the schedule given by D.C.E.B. Basing on the marks and grades slow learners will be identified and remedial measures will be taken. Not only for the X class but also the same weightage will be given to classes from VI to IX.
2)
ANNUAL PLAN AND UNIT PLAN : All teachers will prepare annual plans, unit plans, Lesson plans and Period plans in their respective subjects. A copy of these plans will be submitted to the H.M. in the beginning of June and get approved by the H.M. on or before 10th of every month. All teachers will follow the schedule to complete syllabus. If the syllabus is not completed during the month, they will take up extra classes after the school hours or in holidays i.e. Second Saturday and Sunday.

3) 
PLANNING AND ADMINISTRATION OF ASSIGNMENTS, PROJECT WORKS, FORMATIVE ASSESSMENT AND SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENTS:  All the teachers are advised to plan for slip tests, assignments, project works soon after completion of each lesson. Formative and Summative Assessments will be conducted as per the schedule, basing on the CCE Model for all classes. Answer scripts will be valued and students are graded after completion of examinations. Remedial teaching will be there to slow learners basing on the grades obtained in F.As/S.As. Teachers are requested to enable students to write their own with self thinking and creativity.
4) PLAN FOR WRITTEN WORK AND PROJECT WORKS ASSIGNED FOR PUPILS:  Project works will be given in all subjects. All language teachers are expected to make the pupils to write not less than 10 compositions, one assignment on each Unit and 10 assignments in Non- language subjects. Daily Home work will be given. Map pointing in Social Studies and diagrams in Science subjects will be given more importance. Note books of pupils will be corrected by all teachers promptly. The English teachers will prepare the students to practice work books and get them corrected regularly.   

5. IDETIFICATION OF SLOW LEARNERS CLASS WISE / SUBJECT WISE AND PLANS FOR REMEDIAL TEACHING OR SUPERVISED STUDY:  Slow learners will be identified basing on the F.As/S.As. Special care will be taken for them by conducting special classes. Study hours will be conducted in the evening time after school hours. These children will be adopted by the teachers for supervisory study.

6. PROVISIONS FOR GIFTED CHILDREN:  Additional information will be given  and intensive care   

        will be taken about gifted children. All teachers will concentrate on gifted children to achieve  

        better marks to break the previous years’ records.
7. NO. OF PUPILS ENTRUSTED FOR EACH TEACHER FOR THE SUPERVISORY STUDY: Every teacher handling X class has to supervise the studies at least 10 students a day.

8. USAGE OF TEACHING LEARNING MATERIALS: TLM like charts, maps, Audio Visual Equipment etc., will be prepared by teachers to use them in daily class room teaching. Teachers are instructed to motivate the pupils to prepare charts, maps, models etc., to make teaching learning process easy and interesting.
9. PREPARATION OF LESSON PLANS BY THE SUBJECT TEACHERS:  All the subject teachers are instructed to prepare class wise, subject wise, period wise lesson plans and Unit Plans regularly to make/prepare themselves ready for effective class room teaching.
10. PROVISION OF INDIVIDUALIZED INSTRUCTION: Individual care and concern will be there on all the slow learners along with other students.

11. NO. OF FORMATIVE ASSESSMENTS TO BE DONE IN ALL SUBJECTS: 4 Formative assessments in each subject will be conducted.

12. UTILITY OF PHYSICAL EDUCATION RESOURCES TO THE MAXIMUM EXTENT: Maximum number of students and classes can be engaged with the available Physical Education equipment with P.E.T. who will be a part time instructor.
13. UTILIZING COMMUNITY RESOURCES LIKE, POST OFFICE ETC., FOR EFFECTIVE INSTRUCTION: Community resources like post office, Gram Panchayat office will be utilized for effective instruction.

14. USE OF TEACHERS’ HAND BOOK, REFERENCE BOOKS ETC., BY THE TEACHERS: Reference books will be utilized by the teachers in their respective subjects, Hand books will also be used by the teachers to update their knowledge day by day.
15. MAINTAINING CUMULATIVE RECORDS: Progress cards will be issued to the pupils after each Formative and Summative Assessments during the academic year and cumulative records will be maintained by the subject teachers and in office.
16. EXPERIMENTS TO BE CONDUCTED OR DEMONSTRATED BY THE TEACHERS : No adequate Science Equipment is available in the science laboratory to conduct experiments. Teachers are instructed to conducted with available equipment and demonstrate at least few experiments.
17. NO. OF DEMONSTRATION LESSONS AND OBSERVATION LESSONS TO BE GIVEN BY THE EXPERIENCED TEACHERS AND SUPERVISING OFFICERS: Proposed to arrange at least four demonstration lessons in each subject during the academic year. In addition to that at least two demonstration classes will be there in each subject school complex in a month to every subject teacher.
18. NO. OF RADIO LESSONS TO BE CONDUCTED FOR EACH CLASS:  “Meena Prapancham” radio programme is being telecast from 11.45 a.m. to 12 noon every day from classes VI to VIII from Monday to Friday. 
19. PERSONAL CONDUCT AND SOCIAL ADJUSTMENT: All the children and their parents are kept in touch with the staff members. Staff members will observe the residential location of pupils and environmental conditions will be checked out and give suitable suggestions to change and make it useful for studies with the co-operation of parents. It is more useful for eradication of late coming and absence from school and classes.

20. NEW EMPHASIS ON VARIOUS TOPICS: INSPRIRE programme will definitely encourage the children to prove their creativity and individual talent in science at various levels. New Science events and useful items to students, paper cuttings and different articles are explained basing on Science, published in News papers.

21. PROVISION OF NEWS PAPERS, JOURNALS, MAGAZINES: Two Telugu news papers are provided for the students. Some other magazines are provided to the children for improving their reading ability.
C) PLANNING OF CO - CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES: 

1) SUBJECT CLUB ACTIVITIES: Subject wise clubs in Science, Mathematics, Social Studies, Telugu, Hindi and English are arranged. Head Master is the president of each club, a teacher and four or five pupil members will design the club activities. The club will meet monthly once and plan to conduct activities like Science Day, Maths Day, Mock-Parliament, A.P. formation day etc.,

2) ELOCUTION, DEBATES, QUIZ, ORGANISATION OF EXHIBITIONS AND SEMINARS: Elocution, Debates, quiz programmes, Mock- Parliament  will be conducted in every week. Science, Mathematics and social studies teachers will form a committee and conduct quiz programmes frequently for all classes. 

3) UTILISATION OF COMMUNITY SERVICES :

        The community services are being utilized in the school whenever necessary.

1. AGRICULTURAL FIELDS: The Staff members are requested to take the children to paddy, Ground nut, Cane sugar and other agricultural fields.
2. TANKS: There is a big fresh water tank. A few small natural tanks are existed around the village. This tank water is being utilized for agricultural purpose.

3. LOCAL BODIES: Pupils will visit GramaPanchayat Office to know about duties and responsibilities of Surpanch, village secretary, ward members. They will collect statistical figures of population, Irrigated lands, Dry lands, Income and Expenditure etc., 
4. USE OF ELECTRICITY IN IRRIGATION AND HOUSE HOLD CONSUMPTION ETC: Pupils will observe the working system of motor pump sets, Rice mills, crushers etc., they will be advised to know about electrical bulb, wiring, switches, fuses etc., and to know about the uses of electricity for house hold purposes.

5. POST OFFICE: Pupils will visit local post office and collect information about postal rates, Money Orders, Registrations, National Saving Schemes, Stamps, Telephone, Letter Delivery, Recurring Deposits, Deposits and with drawls and many other things.

6. RAILWAY STATION: Pupils will be taken to the nearest Tuni Railway Station and let them know about signaling system. Running Trains, Train schedule, Reservations, Concessions, routs and many other things.

7. HOSPITAL: Primary Health centre is situated in Nakkapalli Village which is 10 K.M. distance from school. The medical Officer will be invited to school to give guest lecture on First Aid, Personal Hygienic habits, communicable diseases etc.,

8. MUSEUM: Pupils will be asked to collect and preserve various things to the school museum like corals, stones, coins, postal stamps, specimens having scientific value.

9. GARDENING: Pupils shall be asked to plant new plants as there is sufficient land with compound wall and good garden will be prepared during this academic year.

10. MECHANIC SHEDS: Pupils will be asked to visit local cycle repairing shops and mechanic sheds to observe the mechanism of vehicles.

11. WATER PUMP STATION: Pupils will observe local pump house which is located in school compound and let them know the pumping system and water supply through taps.

12. BANKS: There is a branch of Andhra Bank in nearby village Chinadoddigallu. Pupils will be taken to visit the bank and let them know the banking system. They will know about deposits, withdrawals, Recurring Deposits, Fixed Deposits, Saving bank, Current accounts, Drafts, cheques etc.,

4) UTILISATION OF SCHOOL LIBRRARY AND LABORATORY: The school library is useful for both teachers and pupils. Teachers have been utilizing the reference books which are available. The school laboratory is not having enough material. It is being utilized   by science  teachers.

1.  SCIENCE AND SOCIAL STUDIES LAB EQUIPMENT: Some lab material and charts are available. No other material is available for Social Studies except maps. Hence the management is requested to supply adequate science and Social Studies equipment.

2.  LIBRARY:  About 938 books for the students and about 200 reference books are available for   

 teachers. Necessary steps are being taken to increase the number of books in the library.

3.  READING ROOM: Not possible since there is no accommodation and additional room for proving          reading room.

          4. CHARTS AND MAPS: Pupils are being motivated and encouraged to draw various charts in  Science, Mathematics and  in Social Studies.

5) CELEBRATION OF NATIONAL FESTIVALS: We celebrate national festivals such as Independence Day, Teachers’ Day, Children’s Day, Republic day, School Day etc. Competitions will be conducted in both literacy activities and games. Prizes will be awarded to the winners for encouragement. Cash awards will be given to 10th class toppers provided by donors of the village.
6) PARTICPIPATION IN CULTURAL ACTIVITIES: The students will be prepared to participate in the cultural activities like mono action, plays and play lets in the school. 
7) PARTICIPATION IN GAMES AND SPORTS: Games and sports will be conducted daily not less than two classes a day. Mass drill class is arranged weekly once. The students will participate in games and sports conducted in the school for Independence Day and Republic day. The selected students will be sent to sports meet, conducted at zonal level, District level and state level.

8)  PARTICIPATION IN COMPETITIONS CONDUCTED AT VARIOUS LEVELS: Pupils will be encouraged to prepare few exhibits. Proposed to send pupils with  few exhibits to district and Mandal Science fairs, Quiz competitions, Poem reading etc.,
9)  NATIONAL GREEN CORPS (NGC): NGC Unit is formed with VIII class students and it is lead by Physical Education Teacher. All the activities as per NGC annual plan will be implemented during this year.

10)  ADDITIONAL ACTIVITIES:

      1. PUPILS PARTICIPATION IN SCOUTS, NCC, and CITIZENSHIP TRAINING ETC: Students will    

           be encouraged to participate in citizenship activities.

2.  GARDENING WORK BY THE PUPILS: Teachers will encourage the students to do the garden   

 work in school and at their homes also. It will be taken up as a movement to plant number   

  plants wherever possible in view of environmental protection.
3. MAINTENANCE OF BULLETIN BOARDS: News Bulletin is being maintained. News will be written briefly on black board and it is read by the students in daily prayer.

4. CELEBRATION OF SCHOOL ANNIVERSARY: Proposed to celebrate school day during January and February.
5. LIFE SKILL EDUCATION: This year also we have proposed to give life skill education to IX and X class students under Adolescent Education programme.
D) MONITORING AND SUPERVISION

1. DAILY PRAYER: Daily prayer will be conducted at 9.30 a.m. Maintenance of uniform is must. During the prayer National Song, Pledge in three languages, State song, poem, thought of the day, News reading, G.K. Question and important announcements by the Headmaster.

2. CONDUCT OF MONTHLY STAFF MEETINGS AND APPRAISAL OF PERFORMANCE BY EACH STAFF MEMBER:
A) STAFF MEETINGS: Monthly staff meeting will be conducted. During staff conference,    

Coverage of syllabus, preparation of Unit plans and lesson plans, steps to be taken to uplift the slow learners etc., will be reviewed. Agenda will be framed and minutes are noted for every meeting. There will be a review on the previous month activities and remedies will also be taken.

B)  SUPERVISION OF THE HEAD MASTER: All classes and all subjects will be supervised by   

the Headmaster once in every week. Suggestions will be given to the teachers about their teaching, coverage of syllabus, academic plans. Note books, project works, daily attendance of the students will also be supervised.

3. REVIEW OF ACTIVITIES PLANNED UNDER CURRICULAR AND CO-CURRICULAR AREAS PERIODICALLY: All the activities will be reviewed periodically in every staff meeting. If  lapses are found anywhere those will be rectified immediately.
4. SUPPORT TO SLOW LEARNERS AND CONVENING PARENT TEACHER ASSOCIATION MEETING: In every PTA meeting parents of slow learners will be convened about the measure taken up for the improvement of the students. Parents’ co-operation will also be sought in this regard.
E) RESOURCE MOBILIZATION: 
1. ORGANIZE SMC MEETINGS: School Management committee meetings will be conducted once in a month and there will be a review on development activities to be taken up in the school and progress of students.
2. COLLECTION OF VOLUNTARY CONTRIBUTIONS BY WAY OF MONEY AND MATERIAL THROUGH SEC: In the beginning of the academic year SEC meeting will be conducted along with the parents and they will be motivated to give some donations to utilize the same to the development of the school. From the village also some people who are well wishers of education will be motivated to donate some money or to give in the forms of gifts to children to encourage them.
3. SHRAMADAN FOR BEAUTIFICATION &IMPROVING INFRASTRUCTURE: Planned to develop a Garden in the school premises with help of NGC unit. People will also be motivated to donate some furniture to school.
ADMINISTRATIVE AND ORGANISATIONAL ACTIVITEIES
B) REQUIRED POSTS: School Assistants for S.S and Biology, P.E.T. Junior Assistant, Attender, One sweeper post, One Night Watch man post and One Water carrier post is required.

C) ENROLMENT DRIVE: Steps are taken to give good education to pupils and to avoid educational backwardness it is proposed to  run the school in regular and systematic manner and obtain good name and fame to the school. So that there will be an increase in the enrolment of pupils in each class.

D) Launching Action Programme: Like supply of gift books to reduce educational wastage, book bank is opened. Books are being collected from pupils and kept in book bank. Some books are also purchased and kept in book bank. Those will be supplied to poor and needy pupils to reduce educational wastage. Gift books are also collected and distributed. A Stock and issue register is maintained for the book bank.

E) FORMATION OF SPECIAL FEE FUND AND GAMES FEE FUND COMMITTEE TO UTILIZE FUNDS: Special fee fund committee, Games fee fund committee are formed for utilizing funds with three teacher members and three pupils in each committee. Budget will be prepared for the year and those funds will be utilized only for the needs of students.

F) PROPER MAINTENANCE OF SCHOOL RECORDS AND REGISTERS: School Registers and Records are being maintained as per A.P. Educational rules properly.

G) FORMATION OF PARENT TEACHERS ASSOCIATION (PTA): At least 4  Parent Teacher  Association meetings will be arranged in a year. First one is on the  re-opening day of the school, second on August 15th ,third on  January 26th and the last one is on the school day to let them know the progress of the students and to seek the co-operation and help from the parents to improve the standards of  school.

H) PURCHASE OF REQUIRED EQUIPMENT AND MATERIAL FOR THE LABORATORY AND AUDIO – VISUAL SECTION: Proposed to purchase some science equipment from RMSA funds during this academic year.  

I) PURCHASE OF BOOKS FOR THE LIBRARY: Books which are useful to children will be purchased and kept in school library. The expenditure will be met from the RMSA funds if released during this academic year.
J) PURCHASE OF GAMES MATERIAL: It is proposed to purchase few Items from Games fee fund.

K) MAINTENANCE OF SCHOOL SANITATION: School premises will   be kept clean. Dust bins are already kept in all class rooms, Staff room and office room. Drinking water is also provided with Stainless Steel pots. They are provided with a lid and a long spoon to avoid contamination.

L) INITIATING FOLLOW UP ACTION ON THE REMARKS OF THE LAST INSPECTION: The remarks and suggestions which were made by the Deputy Educational officer during the last inspection are discussed in staff meeting and the teachers are requested to do the follow up work to overcome the demerits. 

M) UTILIZED AND SERVICES OF OTHER TEACHERS FOR INSTITUTIONAL SERVICE IN THE ABSENCE OF SUBJECT TEACHERS:  Some memo work will be assigned to teachers having leisure periods to maintain the class room discipline of the students in the absence of the subject teachers.

SCHOOL SERVICES

1. STRENGTHENING LIBRARY WITH ADEQUATE NUMBER OF BOOKS IN EACH SUBJECT: Steps are being taken to enrich library with adequate number books by the way of collecting books.

2. ARRANGING A READING ROOM IN THE LIBRARY: A reading room can be arranged if a spare room is available. Proposals submitted to ZillaParishad for building repair funds.

3. MOTIVATING PUPILS FOR MAXIMUM UTILIZATION OF BOOKS IN LIBRARY: Pupils are being encouraged to take library books and take them to their homes for reading. 
4. MAINTAINING BETTER SANITARY CONDITIONS IN THE SCHOOL PREMISES UNDER SWATCHA PATASHALA: Students are asked to keep their surroundings neat and clean. Hence school premises will be kept neat and clean. Teachers are requested to supervise and guide the pupils regularly to keep the sanitary condition of the toilets, class rooms, and school premises in neat and tidy condition.
